The East Hampton Healthcare Foundation has completed its twelfth year of
working to improve healthcare services and programs in our community.

In early 2010, we held “The Curse of the Aching Heart: A Cardiac Case
Study in Three Scenes.” This cardiology symposium was presented by the
Foundation in collaboration with Southampton Hospital and the American Heart
Association. Michael J. Wolk, MD, Symposium Chairperson, brought together
cardiologists from New York Presbyterian Medical Center and Southampton
Hospital to explore the complex issues surrounding the diagnosis and treatment of
coronary artery disease through a fascinating, interactive case study.

In late June, Dr. George P. Dempsey and his staff, including Dr. John P.
Scranton and Dr. Beena N. Patel, assumed responsibility for the operation of East
Hampton Urgent Care. This change in management was necessitated by the need
for the the Southampton Hospital Emergency Department physicians, headed by
Dr. Darin Wiggins, to concentrate 100% of their efforts on organizing and oper-
ating the new emergency room at the hospital. We are thankful for their hard work
during their tenure in East Hampton to establish East Hampton Urgent Care as
an up-to-date walk-in urgent care facility.

Last year ended on a sad note for us with the passing of John R. Kennedy, the
Founding Chairman of the East Hampton Healthcare Foundation. Jack’s leader-
ship guided us through the formation of the Foundation, development of its
goals, construction of the East Hampton Healthcare Center, fundraising for the
Center’s capital needs, and implementation of initial programs. At the end of his
five-year term as Chairman, Jack stayed on the board as a Trustee and served as
Chair of various committees helping us to assess our healthcare needs and plan for
the future. All of us miss his wise counsel but are committed to continuing our
work as he would have done.

We look forward to continuing to improve healthcare in East Hampton, striv-
ing to assure that everyone receives the best possible care. We thank all of you who
have contributed to the East Hampton Healthcare Foundation and ask for your
continuing support again this year. For those of you who have yet to participate,

(Ouestions & Answers

Why was the East Hampton Healthcare
Foundation established?

In 1998, there were few medical services
in East Hampton due in great part to lack of
medical office space. The Foundation’s
Trustees raised the necessary capital funding
to build the 18,000 square foot East
Hampton Healthcare Center and to create the
East Hampton Urgent Care Center—both
state-of-the-art medical facilities. Phase II of
our work was to provide the important fund-
ing for the many healthcare programs and ini-
tiatives that we support.

What type of programs and services are funded?

Since our inception, we have provided
funding for primary healthcare services for
underserved adults and children, physician
recruitment, benefits counseling, school-based
wellness programs, educational symposia, free
community health fairs, emergency prescrip-
tions for underserved residents, and equipment
needs such as digital mammography, bone
density, and free automated external defibrilla-

tors to name a few.

Don’t governmental programs provide a healthcare
safety net for underserved residents?

Most governmental programs have exceed-
ingly low financial thresholds. Many East
Hampton residents don't qualify or may sud-
denly find themselves without insurance due
to unforeseen circumstances. In those cases,
our benefits counselors work with residents to
assure that their basic healthcare needs are cov-
ered until other options are fully explored and
utilized.

What is the Foundation’s relationship to
Southampton Hospital?

The East Hampton Healthcare
Foundation is completely independent of the
hospital. Several EHHF Trustees sit on the

Southampton Hospital board, which helps to
keep us updated on hospital activities. Over
the years, we have supported Southampton
Hospital programs such as funding for hospi-
talists, equipment needs and the maternity
wing renovation. We value our relationship

with Southampton I—Iospital and in particular,

with Robert Chaloner, President and CEQ,
and Fredric Weinbaum, MD, Medical
Director, who have worked with us to help
address East Hampton-related health needs.

How much does it cost to administer
the Foundation?

East Hampton Healthcare Foundation
expenses, which include facility management
and Foundation activities such as fund raising,
program oversight, and financial management,
are funded solely by rental income received
from tenants. 100% of every donation

received is used for programs or capital costs.

Does the Foundation receive Qoverntment funding?
We do not receive any government funding,
(federal, state, county or town). Whether sup-
ported through an outright or planned gift, all
Foundation programs are made possible through
the generosity and commitment of local resi-
dents. We appreciate contributions at all levels
and welcome outright donations of cash and
appreciated securities. Planned gifts include
those made through wills, life insurance, and real
estate. For specific tax advice regarding charitable

Does the Foundation have an endowment fund?
Thanks to the generosity of Arthur and
Janet Ross, an endowment was established by
them several years ago with a contribution of
$2.0 million. Additional charitable contributions
to the Endowment Fund will help ensure the
tuture of the services and programs we provide

to the community.
